ITEM NO. 1
DIRECTOR’S REPORT AND COMMISSION BUSINESS
Ken Bernstein, representing the Director of Planning reported the following:

e The Office of Historic Resources has been awarded a $36,000 State of California Certified Local
Government grant to assist with the continued integration of historic resources data into
HistoricPlacesLA, the online historic resources inventory and management system. The proposed
project will help integrate surveys completed by other City agencies and designation data for
properties listed under local, state, and national designation programs.

e A reminder that the Certified Local Government (CLG) status requires that staff and
Commissioners participate in at least one preservation-related training session or conference
each fiscal year, ending September 30th. There are additional on-line opportunities such as the
California Preservation Foundation’s recorded webinars.

e The National Trust for Historic Preservation’s annual PastForward conference is coming to
California, this year in San Francisco, from November 14, 2018 through November 17, 2018.

e The State Historical Resources Commission voted to approve a National Register nomination for
the Beverly-Fairfax Historic District, a neighborhood of 447 multi-family residences, deemed
significant both for its Period Revival architecture and for its role in the history of Los Angeles
Jewish community. The nomination now goes on to the Keeper of the National Register in the
National Park Service for final action.

e Last week, the City Council gave final approval to a Plan Amendment and Zone Change for the
property that includes the Albert Van Luit Complex — the Historic-Cultural Monument industrial
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complex in Atwater Village. The approval was meant to allow for the reuse of the Historic-Cultural
Monument, which had been previously proposed for demolition.

e Council District 13 has introduced motions to extend the time limits for the four HCM nominations
near the Crossroads of the World property in Hollywood, as well as the historic service station on
Silver Lake Boulevard. Both of these nominations are expected to proceed to Planning and Land
Use Management Committee and City Council in the next two to three weeks.
